Official Business: Executive Board

Meeting Minutes
Meeting of the Delaware Valley
Chapter Executive Board:
Monday 1/5/09
In attendance were: Dave Wollman, President; Martin
Bullen, Vice-President and Instructor Coordinator;
Michael Dion, Treasurer and Chief Instructor; James
Murphy, Social Chair; Dave Flogaus, Newsletter edi-
tor; Geoff Ehrman, Co-Driving Events Chair; Bob
Solomon, Chapter Business Manager and Sponsor
Coordinator; Richard Vernick, Webmeister and Mem-
ber Chair; and Gene Schaeffer, Secretary and
Technical Chair.

The Following Topics were discussed:

President's Comments:
Chapter President, Dave Wollman, welcomed the
members of the executive board to the meeting
and thanked them for coming. Dave requested a
motion that we dispense with the reading of the
minutes of the previous Executive Board meeting.
The motion was proposed by Martin Bullen and
seconded by James Murphy, the motion passed
unanimously.

Treasurer’s Report:
Michael Dion reported that he had sent the contri-
bution of $1000.00 to Camp Good Times and
Happy Days at the request of RCA, the corner
workers for the Pocono Driving School.
Additionally, a total of $11,000.00 has been paid
for deposits at the various tracks on this year’s
schedule. Pocono, Watkins Glen and NJ Motor-
sports Park have been paid and Summit Point will
roll-over the deposit we have with them from last
year. Michael noted that representatives of the
Susan G. Komen for the Cure have been con-
tacted and they will be in attendance at the ban-
quet to receive our contribution. Several ideas
were discussed for ways that the chapter can ac-
tively participate in the Spring “Komen Race for
the Cure” foot race in Philadelphia. Michael dis-
cussed the various forms the chapter is required
to submit to CCA National.

Newsletter Editor’s Report:
Dave Flogaus reported on the status of the
newsletter and the board offered their group kudos
for the appearance and content of the latest “Full
Color” newsletter. Everyone agreed that it was a
major step in the right direction. Dave noted that it
was his intention to publish five issues in the com-
ing year. The various cut-off dates were discussed
with reference to the events we want to be fea-
tured in each issue. Bob and Geoff suggested that
rather than five issues, we should stay with four
and a couple of targeted post card mailings.
Again, the required cut-off dates were
discussed for submission to the printer.

Business Manager’s Report:
Bob Solomon reported that he has sent out in-
voices to the existing sponsors and newsletter ad-
vertisers. Bob discussed the approximate dates
for supplemental post cards and the possibility of
having a sponsor for each to defray the cost
somewhat. Bob noted that the rates for advertising
will increase slightly because of the addition of full
color in the newsletter and consequently full color
ads. Bob said that he would prepare a brochure
for distribution to advertisers and sponsors. Bob
discussed website advertising and the group sug-
gested that he and Richard get together and work 

out a plan. Bob brought up the possibility of a re-
ciprocal arrangement with Racing World maga-
zine, which concentrates on events centered
around the Millville NJ area. The subject of classi-
fied ads was discussed and was decided that we
would stay with the practice of using postings on
the website and the chapter email list rather than
take up space and effort in the newsletter.

Social Chairman’s Report:
James Murphy, Social Chair, reported that the
next social event will be the annual General Mem-
bership Meeting and Banquet. Representatives
from the Susan G. Komen for the Cure Founda-
tion will be attending the Banquet as recipient of
the Charitable Activity this year. Bob suggested
that the Grand Prize this year should be some-
thing substantial, not car related but rather family
related. A large flat screen HDTV was suggested
and several Board Members offered to shop
around and see what kind of deal we could work
out. James noted that the next General Member-
ship Meeting will be April 16th , place to be an-
nounced. Dave W. discussed a general structure
for the events for this year. While Drivers Schools
are pretty much set, the balance of events will be
announced and posted on the website.

Driving Events Report:
Geoff Ehrman, Co-Driving Events Chair, reported
that the August event at NJ Motorsport Park will
once again be a joint event with NJ Chapter; this
year’s event will be on the “Lightning” circuit and
we are still discussing the June event, also with
NJ Chapter, that will be held back on the “Thun-
derbolt” circuit. Considerable discussion ensued
concerning joint sponsorship. Michael discussed
options for the fee structure of the two halves of
the Jefferson/Summit Point event. The group de-
cided to keep the fees the same as last year for
this year’s schools. Martin indicated that he would
set things up in “MotorsportReg” for this year.
Geoff offered to help set-up the Lightning school
and Martin accepted the offer. The decision was
made to keep the overall structure the same as
we had last year.

Street Survival:
In Mo’s absence, Dave W. reported that Mo has
been in touch with management of a site in Allen-
town PA that would suitable for both Street Sur-
vival and possibly Autocross. Dave suggested that
we schedule two Street Survival events this year
and possibly an Adult Car Control Clinic later in
the season.

Webmaster’s Report:
Richard Vernick discussed the site activity and a
few new tweaks. In addition, the subject of the An-
nounce List was discussed and Richard clarified
that it was a “Moderated” list that required only
one of the moderators to approve a posting before
it would be sent out. Richard said that he set it up
with multiple moderators so that if something that
should be sent out was pending it would get atten-
tion. He noted that the moderation was not by
committee but any one moderator could approve.
Richard added that we had one post released by
mistake but now things were smoothed out. The
purpose of the list is to inform members about
events, not to post “For Sale” items, that belongs 

on the general chapter list or website.

Dave requested a motion to adjourn and Richard
Vernick proposed the motion; Michael Dion
seconded and the motion passed unanimously.
